5.	OLD BUSINESS	 
	a.	Discuss and consider accepting the minutes from the meeting held on May 22, 			2024.
Tammy Butler- Makes a motion to accept the meeting minutes. Regina Tidwell- Seconds motion. All in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
	b. 	Discuss and consider accepting the monthly financial report.
Tammy Butler- Makes a motion to accept the financials. Anna Galloway- Seconds motion. All in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
	c.	Discuss and consider updates on the installation of the sprinkler system for the 			front flower beds
Jay Wied- I’ve got all the lines ran and everything. I had to extend the line further than the 2 foot I had sticking out. Nicole Hardesty- It’s pouring right now, otherwise I’d suggest we all walk outside. Last night Jay showed me that right over here there’s a piece that stands up like this and he can make that go all the way down or around where it’s got pieces that come off and go to the soaker hose. Anna Galloway- What if we need additional couplings? Jay Wied. I already have them. I need more caps and it’s about $1. Anna Galloway- Is there an advantage in putting in more spots? Jay Wied- I think we should go ahead and extend it out, the length. It would be better in the long run. It crosses under the side walk here and then it crosses the side walk right at the edge of the flower bed. Nicole Hardesty- I forgot to ask Tim if we had a trencher, I feel like we may. It would be easier to go the rest of the way and not have to rent one again. I will ask him. Tammy Butler- While we’re on the flower beds, the clips for the landscape fabric has come in and the fabric should be in this week. However, I got a deal on buying it in bulk so I could do my flowers beds too, so I’m just gonna pay for it. The only issue is, Buddy could help me install the fabric but he just had surgery so he’s not gonna be able to clean out the mulch or dig holes. Nicole Hardesty- We could ask A.J.’s ministry. Anna Galloway- Also I don’t know when we have this going on but I have me and my teenager that could help. We had talked about, I have bricks. I could bring a couple up here and ya’ll could look at them and see if we want to use them or ya’ll might think they’re hideous. Tammy Butler- I think any brick would be better than that black plastic mess and it would save us money. Nicole Hardesty- I don’t think you would own anything hideous, Anna. Tammy Butler- Recycling and reusing is kind of part of our mission. Anna Galloway- They’re just red brick that I think used to be a garage or something. Would ya’ll like some help or are ya’ll gonna be up here? Tammy Butler- I’m definitely gonna need some help because Buddy can’t. Nicole Hardesty- And Tim’s only home like 12 hours a week. Tammy Butler- I would like to get the landscape fabric down before we go buy plants. Basically we need to clear the mulch down so we can get that fabric down and then we’ll do the x’s so we can replant and get the plants down. Maybe Saturday the 29th we could get together. Actually I could get Buddy to help me with the fabric if we could just get the bed cleared out. Anna Galloway- So that’s something I could work on this coming week. I’ll be out of town next weekend. Tammy Butler- We do have a pile of mulch right? Jay Wied- There is a pile of mulch back there. The quality of it I don’t know. 
	d.	Discuss and consider any updates on the “adopt a yard”/ elder outreach.
Nicole Hardesty- Did you make the form? Anna Galloway- I did but I wanted ya’ll to look at it 1st. I guess the link did not send but I didn’t want to make an executive decision about it. Unfortunately, I can’t put the city logo on there which might be a deal-breaker. That would be a paid thing and I don’t think ya’ll want to pay $5000 a year for this program. (Anna Galloway presents online adopt a yard form and discusses different designs and the different style forms for volunteering and recommending a yard) Anna Galloway- I could email the link to Tiffany or Lauren so they can attach it to the website and Facebook page and we can set alerts so it will email us if someone nominates a yard so we’re not having to chase that information. I’ll put it on our page as well. Nicole Hardesty- Do you think you could have that done this week? Anna Galloway- I could have that done by 4 today. 
	e.	Discuss and consider any updates revitalization of City Hall.
Anna Galloway- I have a number here for the paint and the primer. I didn’t get quotes on the labor yet because I wanted to get my own measurements. I have the material cost it’s just not with me. That’s gonna have to be a thing we discuss with anyone that we hire to do it. Nicole Hardesty- I think we’ll be able to negotiate with them with us being a city and I know the marshal always has people looking for odd jobs and he might even have a painter. Anna Galloway- Are we allowed to do it? I know some things we have to get bids. Nicole Hardesty- Not for this. This is way too miniscule a task. Anna Galloway- Cool, then I’m making this way bigger than it is. I was trying to get 3 quotes. Nicole Hardesty- No, you don’t have to do that for this. Were you getting prices on the pvc floor? Anna Galloway- No ma’am I think we were just trying to get the money from the city to do the outside. Nicole Hardesty- I was just in Lowes yesterday morning, but I did wander through the floor department, and it was like .83 per square foot it was like $23.97 for the box and I forgot how many square feet is in the box. Anna Galloway- I think you were gonna check on that because you liked your flooring and wanted to see what type that was. Nicole Hardesty- I’ll continue with that. And if you can get me square footage of in here and in there too. Anna Galloway- Bathrooms included. Nicole Hardesty- If we had something that matched or complimented. We might as well go into the closets and everything and we could use the scraps for that. Anna Galloway-* Lauren had talked about a dream would be to knock that out. Lauren Grayson- I’m going to take all the records and store them in my office so they’re accessible for the court clerk instead of having to go in there. Nicole Hardesty- And it’s more secure. Lauren Grayson- There would just be one closet over there for the chairs and tables. We could get them out of the kitchen so we don’t have to keep the out in the shed every time we have an event. Anna Galloway- Should we wait until the walls are knocked down or just say forget it, it’s enough? Nicole Hardesty- What is the reality of this actually happening? Jay Wied- The closets are staying there. Lauren Grayson- Right now, we’d have to find out how much load bearing the is. Traci Stowers- We could get 1 box extra so that when this wall comes down, we could patch that as needed. Lauren Grayson- We’d probably need 5 or 6 boxes because I don’t think there’s much in each box. Traci Stowers- I’m saying go ahead and do the floor in the closet now and when the wall comes down patch that. Lauren Grayson- We have a couple extra tiles if we want to compare and see what compliments. 
	f.	Discuss and consider any information on the upcoming” Keep Texas Beautiful “			conference.
Nicole Hardesty- We’re signed up and it’s Monday. Regina Tidwell- Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday. But we’ll all for sure be here Monday and it starts at 8:30. Nicole Hardesty- I think we could look real quick in the morning and decide which ones we want to do. 
	g. 	Discuss and consider any updates on the pillars of focus for the GCAA 				requirements.
Nicole Hardesty- I did get a hold of Chris Gibson at the school; she’s the STEM teacher and she is 100% on board with whatever we need. We’re set on that pillar. I’m emailing her so I can definitely get a hold of her and see if she’ll come talk to us. I want to send her the outline of what that pillar is and maybe we can go from there. Anna Galloway- Did she indicate that they already do things? Nicole Hardesty- Yes, they do, do things and she could look at the information and tell us what they’re already doing and what we could be apart of or what we could add. But she’s 100% for it.
	h.	Discuss and consider any updates on the “Pretty Yard Program”.
Anna Galloway- (shows different sign options and discusses changes with committee) Tammy Butler- recommends putting something bright and maybe yellow and hibiscus so it looks more like a reward and flower related. Nicole Hardesty- Offers to tweak the sign. 
Anna Galloway- Did we decide that we were not going to advertise it the 1st time and just us decide and then start advertising? I remember the decision but not the results. Traci Stowers- We decided we were going to vote the 1st time. Nicole Hardesty- It’s in our minutes right here. We’re doing a spring and a fall, right? Anna Galloway- We’re doing monthly. Nicole Hardesty- 12 and no more than $300We were doing $25 a sign and no more than $300. You, me and Tammy all said that we would personally donate $100 to make that up. We were going to make a flyer. Anna Galloway- I kind of feel like it should be the same as the sign. Nicole Hardesty- Agreed. So, I’ll make the flyer I’ll just need somebody to help me with the verbiage. Like what we want the flyer to say. Like introducing a new Beautification program. Anna Galloway- Or keep an eye out for this months yard of the month. Nicole Hardesty- I’ll send it and you guys pick apart what I say and we’ll make it what we all like. 
	i.	Discuss and consider starting a volunteer clean up committee that operates 			under the Beautification Committee.
Nicole Hardesty- I think this is what we talked about getting with A.J. and getting volunteers together. Tammy Butler- With your sign up sheet. Anna Gallaway- Is this more like an adopt an area? Nicole Hardesty- This is for the yard and if people need help to get out there. We need to see if we can get A.J. to attend the next meeting. Or send him a proposal of what we’re wanting accomplish and see if he is willing to take that on. Which I think he will be because he is very community oriented. The next step is to send him an email from all of us. Anna Galloway- So, we probably need to work on a couple of flyers and maybe the phone message like this is all of the things that Beautification is doing. Because it’s really hard to get this out there. Nicole Hardesty- I think the phone message is definitely the way to do it, we just need to give William what we want it to say. I think we need to write the script of what we want him to say. Once we get the flyer for that. Anna Galloway- And once we get with A.J. we can just send out a phone message. And if it’s earlier enough then we could include new business section b. Is A.J. working? Nicole Hardesty- He is teaching summer school. Anna Galloway- Do we need to consider doing a special called for a different time or just moved our next one to a different time? Nicole Hardesty- Let’s ask him because I don’t know how long summer school goes for, I don’t think it’s all summer. Lauren Grayson- Typically they end around the 4th of July. Nicole Hardesty- Our next meeting will be after that. 
	j.	Discuss and consider future fund-raising events. (bracelets, shirts, etc.)
I did find the bracelets (passes bracelets around) it’s $101 for 400 of those. Anna Galloway- Should we charge $! For them? Nicole Hardesty- We could charge $1 Or $2 The most successful thing we do at SPCA for stuff like that is by donation. And they’ll usually do like $5 or $10. We put a bin and we have a bucket with the bracelets and a bin and we have a sign that says bracelets are by donation. People always ask can I take one and we say yes it’s by donation and everybody donates. Anna Galloway- I know when we do the Trunk or Treat we do donations and it’s just difficult. Tammy Butler- When you’re doing a bake sale and candy and stuff with children it’s hard, but with the bracelets it’s easier. Traci Stowers- Where are we gonna have these at? Tammy Butler- At all of our events and maybe even at the city. Nicole Hardesty- At the fish fry I would think. To get a penny off per bracelet we’ll get them delivered July 8th. We could introduce them at the fish fry and after put a post up saying available at city hall by donation. I was at Walmart the other day and they had shirts that said where the heck is Clute Texas and where the heck is Lake Jackson Texas, where is Freeport and me and Sierra were looking through them trying to find a Jones Creek and Tim will not wear Freeport but there wasn’t People look for things that has their city on it. Tammy Butler- That’s why I suggested the T-shirts. Nicole Hardesty- Have you gone on Bon Fire and try to make a design? Tammy Butler- No, Mie Mie was gonna do it. Anna Galloway- She was gonna sketch something up for us but she’s been planning her funeral, but she’s not sick. She’s been distracted though. If somebody wants to take that. Tammy Butler- It would be cool to have the Stephen F Austin. Nicole Hardesty- It would be cool to have Mie Mie design it. But we’ll look on there and get something going. 
6.	NEW BUSINESS	
	a.	Discuss and consider adding a “Take Back Event “to accompany the Fall Clean 			Up.
Nicole Hardesty- Again, David Linder told me that once he knows they can do a tire take back he will let me know but they need the outlet for the tires to go from there and it’s not all the time. Anna Galloway- If we are not able to get a tire take back, do we have another thing to pursue? Nicole Hardesty- What about electronics, I just realized I’ve got 2 TVs to that I can’t get rid of. Tammy Butler- I’ve got one in my pump house. Nicole Hardesty- Is it the county for electronics? I guess I could call David and ask him. Tammy Butler- Isn’t there a size limit on TVs? Mines huge. Anna Galloway- I do know that Dow would usually sponsor one. They did one last year I haven’t hear them talk about doing one this year. Nicole Hardesty- Do you want to see if Veronica may know something about a take back thing at Dow? Tammy Butler- Yeah. Nicole Hardesty- We’ll look into that. Didn’t we do a paint can? Anna Galloway- No we paid for that program for recycling.  Nicole Hardesty- How much was that? Anna Galloway- We’re still paying for that. Nicole Hardesty- Can we have them come up here so we could do that? Anna Galloway- They one open like once a month for like 4 hours and they only take like 5 gallons per person or household, I think. Traci Stowers- How much is this costing us? Anna Galloway- It’s not a whole lot. I’m trying to find it here. Nicole Hardesty- We’re not advertising that Jones Creek can do this. I think we need to make a flyer. Traci Stowers- I need to start going through and posting things, I’m literally on Facebook all the time. I don’t want to over post. Nicole Hardesty- We need to be active to stay relevant. We could also schedule a post. Maybe on our next meeting we can have a future agenda item about scheduling stuff out on Facebook and maybe getting a calendar and start looking at filling things in. Anna Galloway- Traci, if you would spearhead that? Traci Stowers- Yeah. 
	b.	Discuss and consider the fish fry fundraising event to be held on July 20th.
Nicole Hardesty- After you told me the church was all good on that, I spoke to Marcy and she her and her husband are in and they’ll help. And Corey also has a fryer and he will help. Marcy suggested that we have 2 sides in addition to the fish and the hush puppies, so the marshal is going to get the fish donated for us, and I’m gonna talk to Drew about getting the coleslaw donated. Tammy and I thought we could do a couple pots of beans. It’s cheap and easy and all you have to do it plug in a crock pot. Anna Galloway- Last time we did the fish fry, Marcy suggested that peanut oil was much cheaper and it was but it did cause some concerns and we had extra protocols that we had to do. Do we still want to do peanut oil because it does save so much money and just worry about when people come up and say they have a peanut allergy we just switch around everything out and deglove and do all of that stuff. Nicole Hardesty- I’m not cool with having peanut oil. I think that I have a connection and I could get oil at cost at Cisco. Traci Stowers- I was telling you that all the food has to be cooked outside. You can take it in and maybe assemble the plates inside, but it has to be cooked outside. Nicole Hardesty- So we’ll have Marcy and her husband and Corey and I think with one more person, and I have a fryer that I could bring. I think I’ll bring my fryer and so we can cook the hushpuppies. Regina Tidwell- What time does this gig start? Traci Stowers- The market is 10am-2pm. Set up starts at 8am that’s when the church is unlocked. Nicole Hardesty- I think we should get there and start cooking by 8am. Traci Stowers- I’m gonna have the outdoor venders lined up against the cemetery and the indoors so that there’s parking at the church but we do have like Perry Farms likes to park in that corner but that’s where I’m gonna put you guys at. Nicole Hardesty-We could go to the L of the building. Traci Stowers- That’s where we have people park. Nicole Hardesty- The have that counter right there by the door. Traci Stowers- That’s where I was gonna set ya’ll up, I didn’t think about the counter by the door. It’s just that was the parking. People park on that side. Because all of the venders want over there by the shade, there’s absolutely no shade over there. Nicole Hardesty- We’ll get a tent. Lauren Grayson- I think I have a 10*10 or a 10*12. Nicole Hardesty- We could be on the side walk there. Regina Tidwell- What time are we gonna start serving the fish? Nicole Hardesty- I think we should start serving at noon. Traci Stowers- If ya’ll could get it going by 11 that would be great too. Nicole Hardesty- We probably could. It doesn’t take that long to fry fish. It’s getting the oil up to temp. Regina Tidwell- I was gonna ask the marshal to start putting out phone calls now. Traci Stowers- Wait till after this Saturday, because otherwise people will show up Saturday and chew me out because there’s no fish. Tammy Butler- So we could show up about 9. Anna Galloway- Are we doing preorders? That could get really complicated. It didn’t work very well last time. Nicole Hardesty- It’s easier to do preorders with BBQ because it can sit longer but with fish it needs to put in the box and handed. I agree no preorders. Mybe what we do is someone is gonna get 20 plates then I think we could preorder, and they have a set time. Traci Stowers- They could preorder 10 plates or more and a set time like have it in a book so that not everybody wants 11:30 for a pickup time. Nicole Hardesty- Lets just not do a preorder anything the 1st time we do this. Tammy Butler- This is a learning curve for us. Nicole Hardesty- God forbid we runout of fish and somebody is gonna be mad at us. I don’t want anybody to have bought a ticket and then to be mad at us. I think that what we need to put on our flyer is when it’s gone, it’s gone. Traci Stowers- Fish fry from 11 until it’s sold out. Anna Galloway- We could encourage people to let us know that they are coming. Nicole Hardesty- We could create the event and people could respond to that. We need to make sure to say we’re here until sold out and make sure that when we are like at 1oclock we post we are out of fish. Anna Galloway- We had talked out we were using funds from the sign and then giving that back. Do we have an estimated idea of what that cost will be or do we have a certain amount we’d like to cap it at? Nicole Hardesty- The things that we’re gonna have to buy are gonna be clam shells and the silverware packets, the oil and paper towels and I think that’s it. I have gloves and I have cases of hand sanitizer. Anna Galloway- So we’re thinking of shooting for maybe $300ish or $400ish. Nicole Hardesty- I’m gonna have to price everything. Anna Galloway- Did we set a firm date? Nicole Hardesty- We set a firm date not a price. Traci Stowers- I think we had set the price at $10 because it was easy. Nicole Hardesty- I don’t think we arrived at a price. Anna Galloway- I see the time from 12-4. Traci Stowers- Til 4? Is it going past the market? Anna Galloway- I just see it here in the minutes. I don’t see in the minutes where we decided on a price. Traci Stowers- If ya’ll want to go until 4 I could just tell the vendors. Nicole Hardesty- No I don’t think we should go to 4. Anna Galloway- I don’t think we should go to 4 I was just reading the minutes. I think the 11 till whenever is a good time., if we want to start promoting, I think we should set a price. Tammy Butler- The price will depend of the oil and clam shells. Regina Tidwell- We could do a quick meeting after the conference. Lauren Grayson- You’ll have to do a workshop anyways because you’ll have at least a quorum here, so you could just tack it on. Tammy Butler- That’s in 4 days.  That’s kind of quick. I think we should have a meeting early next month, say 2 weeks before the fish fry. Nicole Hardesty- Here’s 8*8 50 pack is $17.99. Say they’re $20. FFA sells 200 plates for their BBQ fundraiser, and I think we could easily say we’ll be in that range. Lauren Grayson- On my Sams account the Hefty 3 compartment, 125 of them are $16.98. Nicole Hardesty- There you go. I’m sure at Sams you could find the silverware too. I just need to get the price on the oil, so we’re not even talking about $200 on supplies. Lauren Grayson- Do you want me to get the price of oil? Nicole Hardesty- Yes. Anna Galloway- What are we thinking 10 are we thinking 15? 10 times 200 is $2000 I think that sounds good. Anna Galloway- Is everybody comfortable with charging $10? Regina Tidwell- Yeah and it’s easy too. Do we need to write down who’s in charge of what and write it down in a text so we know what’s going on. Nicole Hardesty- I like what you’re doing. Please keep us all organized. Regina Tidwell- I put Marsh Tidwell is in charge of the fish and then On the River coleslaw and then you’re doing the beans. Lauren Grayson- Canola oil? Nicole Hardesty- Yes. Lauren Grayson- 36lbsI’m trying to see how many gallons that is. 4 ½ gallons it is $36.98 Nicole Hardesty- Let me talk to someone about that. I don’t want to do the peanut oil. It’s too much of a risk. Is vegetable oil cheaper? Lauren Grayson- Soy oil seems to be the cheapest at $32.98 for 4 ½ gallons. Nicole Hardesty- I need to ask Marcy how many gallons we need. I’m trying to remember what my flyers took at the restaurant but that’s not really gonna help. We would need at least 3 or 4 of those. We’re still not at $300. If we make $1000, we’ve still made a profit. Anna Galloway- Absolutely. Nicole Hardesty- Let’s keep looking about the price of oil and we can text each other. Anna Galloway- So we don’t need to do a motion on a budget for this. Nicole Hardesty- I think we should do a motion that we’re not going to spend more than $300 on supplies without revisiting. Anna Galloway- Makes a motion to spend no more than $300 without revisiting the committee. Regina Tidwell- Seconds motion. All in favor. None opposed Motion carried. Nicole Hardesty- Can we meet on the week of July 1st. Because I will be out of town the next week and the following week is our event. That should be 2 weeks from today. If we meet on the 3rd of July. Traci Stowers- I will be out of time. Anna Galloway- Could you call in? Traci Stowers- You don’t get any signal out there. It’s ok. Nicole Hardesty- When do you leave? Traci Stowers- That Sunday or Saturday. Nicole Hardesty- Do we want to just go ahead and meet on the 28th? Traci Stowers- I can make it happen, he could go up Sunday and I could just go up that Wednesday. Nicole Hardesty- I don’t want you to have to change your whole. Tammy Butler- That’s only a couple days difference, do we want to meet Monday after our session? Nicole Hardesty- Even if we meet like the 15th after we finalize our details. Traci Stowers- I would do it before the 15th I would give yourselves at least a week in case you have to order something. Anna Galloway- We can always discuss what we can on Monday and if we still feel like we need one we’ll just schedule it. I do agree it would not be a bad idea to try to squeeze in one. But maybe on Monday we talk about what we need to talk about and if we need another one we decide. Lauren Grayson- Monday is the 24th. Anna Galloway- I think we have to give you 72 hours? Lauren Grayson- Yes. I’ll have that together by Friday.  
	c.	Discuss and consider updating “Open Meetings Act “certifications for all 				members.
Nicole Hardesty- This is a requirement for all members to be on the committee and then we give the certificates to Lauren. The only concern about that is, is it a yearly certification? Or once you do it, you do it? Lauren Grayson- I was reading through, and it looks like once you’ve taken it, you’ve taken it. Tammy Butler- I was trying to Google after last night and I couldn't find anything that said you have to retake it. I think only if there is major changes. Nicole Hardesty- Ok, so I have done it, Tammy has done it, have you done it Traci? Traci Stowers- I have done it but it was a long time ago. Like 5 or 6 yrs. ago. Nicole Hardesty- So, you’ll have to take it again. Anna Galloway- I took it but I gave it to Brittney, so I’ll probably have to take it again. Traci Stowers- Do you want me to ask her? I’m gonna ask her for a copy of mine. Anna Galloway- I’ll just retake it. Traci Stowers- I asked her about the Facebook things and she told me all the passwords and stuff. Anna Galloway- I did take it, but I’m sure there is no record of it. I’ll just retake it. Nicole Hardesty- I’m sure Regina, that you’ve taken it. You’ve been on it for 4 years. Regina Tidwell- I don’t remember getting the certificate. Nicole Hardesty- Search your email for the attorney general’s office. Nicole Hardesty- If you cannot find it, it will have to be taken because it is required. .
