2.	INVOCATION, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Lauren Grayson led the invocation. Pledge led by all. 
3.	ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS
Nicole Hardesty- Present. Tammy Butler- Present. Tori Johnson- Present. Regina Tidwell- Present. Tracy Stowers- Absent. Melania Gutierrez- Absent. 
4.	COMMUNICATION OF VISITORS (PUBLIC COMMENT)

5.	OLD BUSINESS	
a.	Discuss and consider accepting the minutes from the meeting on October 15, 2025.
Tammy Butler made a motion to accept the minutes from the meeting on October 15, 2025. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
b.	Discuss and consider accepting the financial report.
Regina Tidwell made a motion to accept the financial report. Tori Johnson seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
c.	Discuss and consider updates on fund-raising events (bracelets, shirts, bake sale).
Nicole Hardesty announced that the bake sale is this Friday. Regina Tidwell suggested doing a presale and the committee agreed, however, it was suggested to do that earlier. Nicole Hardesty stated she thinks they need to be sharing the bracelets more on social media and will make a flyer. The committee discussed that shirts may be better for city events. Nicole Hardesty suggested doing limited number of aprons for Pie Day and having Jones Creek logo. She added that she will look up pricing. Tammy Butler suggested doing Gator signs and selling those. 
Tori Johnson suggested doing a crawfish boil. Nicole Hardesty said she has boiling pots. 
d.	Discuss and consider details for the Fish Fry fundraiser. 
The committee suggested doing the fish fry on the Farmer’s Market opening or around February 19, 2026. Tammy Butler said she will reach out to the church to solidify to request to host the event there. Nicole Hardesty said she will ask the Marshal to ask Drew to donate the coleslaw and hushpuppies. Lauren Grayson stated she still has the plates. 
e.	Discuss and consider updates on the “Chicken Poop Bingo”. 
Nicole Hardesty stated it was a huge success; however, the only issue was the chicken wouldn’t poop. She suggested doing turkeys next time and changing it to Turkey Poop Bingo. 
f.	Discuss and consider updates on “Adopt a Spot” litter cleanup program.
Nicole Hardesty suggested putting the “hot spot” map online and people could adopt a color and they could be honored on a plaque that could hang at City Hall and each year people are honored. 
g.	Discuss and consider any updates on the “Adopt a Yard”/elder outreach.

h.	Discuss and consider updates for exterior paint for City Hall.
The committee discussed having the trustees do the painting. Tammy Butler said Buddy is supposed to look at what damage needs to be fixed first. Nicole Hardesty made a motion to have Jay pick up the need supplies that have already been approved by the committee. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
i.	Discuss and consider details on “Fall Cleanup”, “Christmas in the Creek” and “Pancakes with Santa”.
Fall Cleanup: Regina Tidwell suggested doing the next Cleanup on a Sunday to see how it goes and do it from noon to 4pm. Tammy Butler suggested doing the spring cleanup and a fundraiser like selling Black Friday items. Tori Johnson suggested doing a rabbit race. Nicole Hardesty suggested doing a bounce house. Tammy Butler made a motion to allocate the proceeds from the bake sale on Friday to purchase prizes for the spring cleanup. 
Christmas in the Creek: Lauren Grayson stated there is a few spots that need to be filled in and they need some volunteers to hang the lights inside. Nicole Hardesty suggested having the trustees help decorate on the days that everyone is up here decorating. She announced that there will not be a Grinch this year so they can rearrange where they want to put Santa and they could do a photo drop involving the Grinch character. Tammy Butler stated she will look into a Gingerbread backdrop. The decoration date will be Friday while the committee is here for the bake sale. The committee decided to come up here early Monday around 10am. The committee discussed the prize for the Gingerbread house contest. Tori Johnson said she will pick up a train for the prize. Tammy Butler stated  they will have stuff on the tables so the kids can create the crafts. Lauren Grayson stated there is probably enough mix for 5 gallons of hot cocoa. 
6.	NEW BUSINESS
a.	Discuss and consider taking action on replacing the “GATOR X-ING” and TURTLE X-ING” sign that are missing from Peach Point Rd.
Regina Tidwell suggested using the money from the chicken bingo to purchase more signs. Nicole Hardesty made a motion to purchase the signs. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried.
