2.	INVOCATION, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Tori Johnson led the invocation. Pledge led by all. 
3.	ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS
Tori Johnson- Present. Regina Tidwell- Present. Nicole Hardesty- Present. Traci Stowers- Present. Tammy Butler- Present. Melania Gutierrez- Present. 
4.	COMMUNICATION OF VISITORS (PUBLIC COMMENT)

5.	OLD BUSINESS	
a.	Discuss and consider accepting the minutes from the meeting on November 19, 2025.
Tammy Butler made a motion to approve the minutes from the meeting on November 19, 2025. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried.
b.	Discuss and consider accepting the financial report.
Tori Johnson made a motion to accept the financial report. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
c.	Discuss and consider updates on fund-raising events (bracelets, shirts, bake sale).
Nicole Hardesty stated her and Tammy Butler were at the CTE market and there was a “Date with a Plant” where you have a brown bag and on the first it can say playdate with a plant or blind date with a plant and you can have medicinal plants and other plants and you don’t know what’s in there and you can sell each bag and there is other things in the bag for different categories. She suggested selling them at the Farmers market at their booth. Melania Gutierez stated Harvest for the Hungry is doing a Farmer’s Market in January and it was discussed having a table for Beautification Committee.  Tammy Butler mentioned doing a pollinator bag as well as a kid bag and blind date bag. 
Nicole Hardesty asked how the bracelet sales were going. Lauren Grayson answered there has been 4 more and it was suggested once they are getting out more it will help to sell them. 
Melania Gutierrez stated she has reached out to her lady about the shirts and has not heard anything. Nicole Hardesty commented that she will reach out as well. 
d.	Discuss and consider details for the Fish Fry fundraiser. 
February 20, 2026 from 5pm-7pm- Nicole Hardesty stated she needs to speak with the marshal to see about getting the fish donated. Melania Gutierrez discussed doing a sign up for a presale. Tori Johnson stated that Calypso’s Locker will donate the fry mix. It was discussed trying to have the coleslaw donated. The committee discussed buying he corn oil and silverware packets. The committee discussed having a text chain to assign different duties.  Tammy Butler stated she would reach out to Hannah’s Dance Academy to see if they can host the event there.

Tammy Butler made a motion to pay $113.02 for the signs. Regina Tidwell seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
i. Discuss and consider appointing a chairperson to head individual events organized by the committee.
Completed last meeting. Committee decided to add the Framer’s Market to the list. Tori Johnson, Traci Stowers and Melania Gutierrez was assigned to the market. 
j.	Discuss and consider updates on the Lions’s Club soft plastic collection program.
Lauren Grayson stated Sally from the Noon Lion’s club approached her and said she will send someone over to pick up our plastic for us and it would be credited to us. 
k.	Discuss and consider identifying key areas for assigning prison trustees work crew.  
The committee discussed the key areas would be the painting of City Hall to start with. 
6.	NEW BUSINESS
	a.	Discuss and consider setting a date for a workshop for the GCAA grant.
The committee assigned to Melania Gutierrez to be in charge of it and discussed doing a workshop on January 8th at 12:30pm . Regina Tidwell stated that March 12th is the final day to submit. 
	b.	Discuss and consider details for continuing the Farmer’s Market.
The committee discussed having the name Jones Creek Beautification Committee Vendor Fair. Tori Johynson stated they would need to stay on top of the social media, and it would be good to have volunteers and everyone having fliers and handing hose out. Nicole Hardesty added that she thinks they should have quality vendors there. Melania Gutierrez mentioned having the site that vendors could pay in advance when they book the booth. Nicole Hardesty mentioned doing the market next to the truck stop on city property. The committee agreed to walk the location to decide as well as potentially having it quarterly. Tori Johnson commented they should do a bounce house and potentially a petting zoo. The committee discussed reaching out to animal adoption places to se if they would like a booth. The committee discussed the tentative date based on when other markets are. The tentative date discussed is March 21, 2026, from 10am-2pm. The committee decided to keep the logo as the Beautification Committee logo. Nicole Hardesty discussed with the committee the vendor fees. Tori Johnson stated she suggests doing $50. Nicole Hardesty mentioned doing $30 because it will be the opening and then after that raising it to the $50 or if you sign up for a year there be a discount. Nicole Hardesty and the committee discussed the option of purchasing a generator in the future.

Nicole Hardesty let the committee know that she had spoke with the Marshal about this and he had let her know that he is handling this but the money is just in the committee’s account. He did state he is in discussion with them and is taking care of it.
