6.	NEW BUSSINESS
	a.	Discuss and consider soliciting for bids for debris monitoring and debris 				removal.  Marshal Tidwell – Lauren sent out the bid packets, there are two different ones, one for monitoring and one for debris removal. I guess what we found was that the contract had not been done correctly. We found out about it by accident, I was trying to find out when it was about to expire, that was when we found out. At this point we don’t have any debris haul; we can do an emergency if we have something come up… we can do that we can get that done. That is why it is so important we approve the bid process, get all these things sent out. FEMA has changed their rules again. It’s so now you have to go out for bids for 30days. We will send them out tomorrow that will start our 30 days.at the end of the 30 days hopefully we will have some bids in, we can approve then we can press on. Mayor Corey Thomas- The company from last contract, have been talked too. Marsal Tidwell- we could have signed that contract the problem with that would be FEMA would not reimburse us, they would not honor that. We Have to go out for bids for the 30day period. Alderman AJ Jinkins – what is the culling process? Do we just send it out to 3 random companies? Marshal Tidwell- No we have about 15 different companies that we are going to send it to. The problem we had last time was these companies are very busy. If you noticed all the thing going on in the United States, they are very busy. Last time we could not get some of the bigger companies bid, they already have plenty of business. Hopefully we will come up with some people. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- I have a clarification question? We have to go out for a bid every so often, because you can stay with the same company, Correct? Marshal Tidwell- FEMA makes you go out for bids at least every 3 years. We can sign a 3-year contract, we can sign a 5-year contract, but we have to go out for bids every 3 years. Alderman AJ Jinkins- but we can still hire the same company and they will honor that bid. Marshal Tidwell- They want to see competitive bids. Alderman Glenn Jordan-How do we make sure this doesn’t happen again? Mayor Corey Thomas – It will be in the calendar, and in 3 yrs. from May. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty – we also have Lauren now. City Secretary Lauren Grayson- the contract will technically expire that was from a few years ago… September of 25’. Mayor Corey Thomas – but the 3 yrs. are up now? City Secretary Lauren Grayson – Well it was never executed so they didn’t have a signed contract. Marshal- Tidwell- we had everything there, but it never got sent to them. Alderman Glenn Jordan- I know that I talked to Lauren and you (Marshal Tidwell) about a month ago and made sure. Marshal – Yeah, we felt good that everything was fine until we pulled it up. FEMA is very good except they put all these rules in place, to where we can’t use them. That what happened during Harvey, we challenged them 9 different times on Live Oak, that the road was bad. The people here approved that but once it got back to Washington or wherever, they didn’t approve it. We finally got that one piece. The biggest reason was we didn’t have repair records on that road, whether it be small repairs or big repairs. Lauren Has now set up a system that we are capturing every bit if that. That will help tremendously. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- I make a motion that we go out for bid for debris removal and for debris monitoring. Alderman AJ Jinkins – I will second that. Mayor Corey Thomas – I have a motion and a second. All in favor Aye. Any Opposed, Nay. Motion carries.
	b.	Discuss and consider completion of the LMI (Low-Moderate Income) Survey 			to accompany CDBG grant submittal by June 30, 2024. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- I have a question about this. Can we use volunteers to go and canvas these areas. Mayor Corey Thomas – We can, there are probably 50 houses that need to be “hit” I have 50 copies. I was going to do it this weekend but didn’t. see if Jay will “hit Stephen F” and the bigger roads. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- do we just stick it their mailbox or does he go door to door. That’s a lot for Jay to do when he has all of his other work. Can’t we find a volunteer? Alderman AJ Jinkins – can we not attached then to the trash bill and have them return it. Mayor Corey Thomas- you want to hand it to them because you have to have contact attempts. You have to put the time and date; did they respond or not respond. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- It has to be done by the 30th of this month. Mayor Corey Thomas- Yes, these have to be turned in. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty – prior to our next meeting can I reach out to a couple of groups that have to do volunteer hours. Alderman Gleen Jordan – you really need somebody that knows. I would rather see a “grownup” do it. Mayor Coery Thomas- And someone who knows why we need these questionaries filled out. Alderman AJ Jinkins- if we can do it in the evening time, I will volunteer to “hit” some houses. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty – Yes, I will too. I fall of us to 10 houses… we are done. Mayor Corey Thomas- we have Stephen F. Austin, the west end, from 36 back to Badder, we have peach point from 36 to the county cut off for county maintenance, Live Oak from bow back toward the live Oak split. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty – I will do Live Oak houses, and I don’t know what the dot is” map referenced”. Alderman Glenn Jordan – My question is…that Live Oak piece is already been replaced, why? Mayor Coey Thomas – it is not the asphalt, it’s the shoulder, that is what was talked about when we had our drainage meeting. That is something that Jay could take with the tractor. Alderman AJ Jinkins- is there any way we can preaddress these that we can know exactly where we have to go, and people will see that it is pre-addressed, so it not a scam or anything. Mayor Corey Thomas- William, were you able to figure out how to isolate the phone calls. I know it won’t hit everybody. Marshal Tidwell- Yes, just let me know which roads need to be on there. Mayor Corey Thomas- we can put it on the website, Facebook, whatever. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty – Lauren can you please get me the house number that I need to “hit” on Live Oak. City Secretary Lauren Grayson- Yes, I can get you those. Mayor Corey Thomas – did Daphne ever get back with you about how long these surveys are good for. City Secretary Lauren Grayson – she never has, but I will call her tomorrow. Mayor Corey Thomas- Can you also ask Daphne if it’s the same survey for HUD as it is for CDGB, and how long they are good for.
