5.	OLD BUSINESS
	a.	Discuss and consider taking action on the “Renewal of Benefits” for Village 			employees.
Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- I still say we stay at the 0 increase with the same coverage for our employees. I don’t want to change anything that they’re paying. Reduce it or up it. If we reduce it we’re going to be upping their out of pocket and their deductible and it won’t amount to all that much money. I say we stay exactly the same. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- Makes a motion that the city renews at the increased rate with the employee benefits. Alderwoman Tammy Butler- Seconds motion. Alderman David Galloway- I am ok with saying we’re not going to choose anything else but that one but we’re looking at the budget stuff and the numbers were correct that we forecasted before we approved the $135k. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- I don’t understand what the holdup is. For the last 30 years our employees have had benefits and we’ve never paid for it out of ARPA funds. What would we consider taking away their benefits and not looking at other areas if we’re trying to save money. Alderman David Galloway- I’m not trying to take away their benefits. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- That’s what it sounds like. Alderman David Galloway- Well, I’m sorry if it sounds that way. What I care about right now is to make sure we have the money set aside for the benefits, because $135k equals roughly 10 -13% of Jones Creek’s revenue. I’m just looking at the numbers to make sure we have it in the budget. (Council discusses budget amount. Council discusses which employees by name and what types of insurance employees currently.) Motion has been made and seconded. All in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
	b.	Discuss and consider taking action on the Critical Alert from TML 					Intergovernmental Risk Pool in regard to Cyber Liability and Data Breach 				Response Coverage. 
Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- Were we looking at other companies that could quote us on this. City Secretary Lauren Grayson- I called around to other companies and no one has called me back. I went on the computer and did a get me a quote and nobody has gotten back to me. If you look at the breakdown from the TML just in our workmen’s comp, we’ll be saving $1192 next year and that’ll be more than enough to cover the $1000 for the cyber security. Mayor Corey Thomas- Does that also cover the increase and liability? Lauren Grayson- The liability there’s actually a decrease of $2825. Mike Chilcote- Do you have an Security vulnerability assessment package to see how vulnerable you are? It looks through your accounting, your books, your emails and there are assessments that can be done to see how at risk you are. And I wouldn’t want you to spend money you don’t have to. Mayor Corey Thomas- To my knowledge I don’t think there has been one done. Mike Chilcote- It’s just a suggestion. I was just saying there are other ways to find out. You may have to go ahead and bite the bullet now but between now and next renewal I would suggest reaching out to some people and finding out your vulnerability. Alderman Glen Jordan- I think we put it on the agenda and we could look into something in the near future. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- And we might could see if this company could offer this as a service. And when we do renew with them ask them if they would do an assessment. Alderman Glen Jordan- Makes a motion to accept the Critical Alert from TML Intergovernmental Risk Pool in regard to Cyber Liability and Data Breach Response Coverage but to do due diligence during the renewal period next term. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty- Seconds motion. All in favor. None opposed. Motion carried.
