Section 551.007 of the Texas Government Code allows a member of the public who desires to address the body regarding an item on an agenda for open meeting of the body to address the 	body regarding the item at the meeting before or during the body's consideration of the item.
SBA representative Javier Caltenco-Explained what the SBA is and how they are helping with covering costs for repairs that insurance may not cover. They are offering small disaster loans to small businesses and homeowners that were affected by the hurricane. He explained there is no application fees and within the first few months they will not have to make any payments as well as no interest rates for the 1st 12 months. There is no penalty for applying for the loan and deciding not to take is as well as the loan can be for up to 30 years and the SBA will make that determination.SBA also offers refinancing if you have a mortgage and the interest rate will be a 2.68%. Anyone who is wanting to apply should apply by October 10, 2024.

Alderwoman Tammy Butler made a motion to accept the minutes from Regular Council meeting on Aug. 20,2024, Workshop Sept. 3, 2024, and workshop and Special Called Meeting Sept 1, 2024.
b.	Discuss and consider accepting the financial reports from all departments.
Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty made a motion to accept the financial reports. Alderman David Galloway seconded motion. All were in favor, and none opposed. Motion carried.

City Secretary Lauren Grayson stated that she did get an email from Lindsey English, and she is working on completing March of 2023- September 2023. She is hoping to have that complete by the end of the month and the estimates for completion is between $15k-$35k.

City Secretary Lauren Graysom explained that she was given other documents to find by Curtis Craig as he is doing the audit.. She explained that he is going to be doing 1 year at a time and hopefully have this buttoned up at the first part of October.

Mayor Corey Thomas stated that there is not much new. He said they are about 30ft shy of the 24inch so they can do the Live Oak Drive. He stated the county is starting to gather pipe for their spots and they have 5 driveways that will need pipe bought for. City Secretary Lauren Grayson stated that there is still about $30k unallocated money in the ARPA funds. 
Mayor Corey Thomas asked City Secretary if they turned in a new road plan for 23-24. City Secretary Lauren Grayson answered that she did turn it in last November, but we haven’t received an updated on. Mayor Corey Thomas stated that the Streets and Drainage Committee will be meeting Thursday to start on the 2024-2025 road plan. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty asked about the ditches and the turn around timeline to get them repaired. Marshal Tidwell answered he will find out tomorrow and that we would have to contract out for that because we don’t have the equipment needed. 
	f. 	Discuss and consider updates for the Village regaining water jurisdiction 				from the TCEQ/PUC.
Mayor Corey Thomas stated he has not heard anything new about this. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty asked who regulates or who is TCEQ/PUC’s boss? Mayor Corey Thomas answered the Senate and House. He also stated what information he has came from Mr. Vasuit’s office. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty recommended that council take this to Senator Hoffman and that she has always been responsive and they should let her know where the city is at with this. Mayor Corey Thomas stated that he will contact her tomorrow and notify City Council of her response. 
	g.	Discuss and consider City Hall collaborating with the Fire Dept., and 				Marshal’s Dept. on a unified events calendar. 
Mayor Thomas stated that anything that comes up with the Fire Department, he will let the marshals and city know. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty stated that she would also colab with the Marshal’s Departments on dates for events to make sure they all don’t overlap. 
	h.	Discuss and consider the price increase from our waste removal company
Mayor Corey Thomas pointed out that the increase will only be affecting 2 or more trash cans. City Secretary Lauren Grayson mentioned that Waste Connections had raised their rates and so to offset that we would raise 2 cans by $1 and 3 cans by $1. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty mad a motion to raise 2 or more trash cans by $1. Alderwoman Tammy Butler seconded motion. All were in favor and none opposed. Motion carried. 
Alderman A.J. Jinkins made a motion to do an incentive to  knock off the late fees until the end of the calendar year to get some of the severely delinquent accounts paid up.  
i. Discuss and consider any updates on the aftermath of Hurricane Beryl.
Marshal Tidwell stated that the debris pick up has completed but there is more debris still and that will have to be figured out. Marshal Tidwell stated that they will have a mulch give a way and it will probably a cubic yard bucket next Saturday. Alderman A.J.Jinkins commented that the debris haul company is to be commended for the great job they did. 
j.	Discuss and consider First Net Services.
City Secretary Lauren Grayson stated that she did look into First Net and that it is only cell phones. She did look into Starlink as a back up for our internet. She stated that she let the mayor know that yesterday we were out of internet from 9:30am until 4:00pm. Apparently there was multiple broken lines and water in our equipment and it has been spotty at best today. City Secretary Grayson stated that she will do more research on Starlink but it is a satellite internet and we just need to see if our systems are compatible. She said that she left a message with David at Grant Works to see if ARPA covers that. Secretary Grayson informed council that the satellite costs $299 and $120 per month. And it is 100gb per second. Mayor Corey Thomas requested this be put on next month agenda. Alderman Glen Jordan made a motion to approve a $600 allotment for a trial run for  City Secretary Lauren Grayson to investigate Starlink and decide whether or not it should be purchased and purchase it if she feels it is the best decision. Alderman David Galloway seconded motion. All were in favor and none opposed. The motion carried.
