2.	INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

3.	ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS

4.	COMMUNICATION OF VISITORS (PUBLIC COMMENT)	Limit to 5 minutes

A citizen announced the Masonic Lodge will be giving away cooked  turkeys at the Riverplace in Freeport and dinner on Thanksgiving Day. 

5.	OLD BUSINESS 
a.	Discuss and consider accepting the minutes from the Regular Council meeting October 21, 2025, and the Special Called Meeting October 24, 2025.
Alderman A.J. Jinkins made a motion to accept the minutes from the Regular Council meeting October 21, 2025, and the Special Called Meeting October 24, 2025. Alderman David Galloway seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
b.	Discuss and consider accepting the financial reports from all departments.
Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty made a motion to accept the reports but not the financials until the audit is complete. Alderman David Galloway seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
c.	Discuss and consider any updates on new or ongoing drainage issues. 
[bookmark: _Hlk214543456] 	Mayor Thomas stated Creekwood has been finished and they will start Smith Street first thing in the morning. He added, in the back of the packet is the information about Grantworks. He pointed out in the back of that there is a funds remaining section and the Delzoto bill in the packet which is the pipe company we get our culverts from. He stated the amount is for the remaining 3 crossings on Liveoak and he proposes the remaining money from ARPA be delegated to that. Mayor Thomas added that Southern Gulf is who the county uses for sand and the $30 per tons is for the county to bring it. The council discussed the amounts of each item needed. Mayor Thomas mentioned to the council that next year’s road plan it will be more expensive because they are reconstructing Peachpoint and gulf Prairie. The council discussed the price differences. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty stated the only reason they are discussing this is because if the grant money is not spent by next month then we have to send it back. She added she did think the end date was December 2026. City Secretary Lauren Grayson stated that the money has to be spent by this December and they will start auditing after that to make sure all rules were followed. She added that it gives them until December 2026 to do the audit. Alderman David Galloway made a motion to approve the $26,208.30 be allocated to the Delsoto, Arcosa, and Southern Gulf quotes for materials. Alderman Mike Chilcote seconded the motion. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty asked if this was just for the materials or allotted for a specific project. Mayor Corey Thomas stated the Delzoto is allotted for Live Oak, the crushed rock will go towards Robinhood and what is needed for Live Oak and whatever we need when we are redoing roads or if there needs to be repair on a driveway when they are digging ditches. He added that they do not have to go with 500 tons. He stated they could cut that number in half to be able to put money towards asphalt. Alderman David Galloway stated he feels they seem to use the rock and crushed concrete for a number of things and he sees the value of having that on hand for future use. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty stated she does agree it is useful to have the excess materials just in case, however, she wonders if they do not have the money for the other finishes that was discussed. Mayor Corey Thomas answered, they would just have to cut that. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty asked what would happen to the longevity if they eliminated that last step. Mayor Thomas responded that the oil would be the base and it is the 1st step not the last. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty stated that if they do not have the money then they would not be able to do the project at all, to which, the council confirmed. The council agreed to keep the 500 tons. The motion previously made was voted on (Alderman David Galloway made a motion to approve the $26,208.30 be allocated to the Delsoto, Arcosa, and Southern Gulf quotes for materials. Alderman Mike Chilcote seconded the motion.) All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
Mayor Corey Thomas mentioned Vernor Material, who the county gets their cement from, quoted around 25k and P2 out of Waco, who they get the oil and emulsion from, quoted 55k. He added they won’t have that leftover and should go through Portland and if they could do 30k and whatever is leftover could go towards asphalt. He directed council to look in the packet to see the quotes for each road and lengths. Council discussed the lengths of each road and which roads are more used. Alderman David Galloway made a motion for $26,000 to be used for Portland Cement and the remaining fund of the $36,518. 18 goes towards asphalt from American Materials. Nicole Hardesty seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
Mayor Thomas requested a work order for the 3 crosses be put in to the county. 
Marshal Tidwell notified the council that the stuff in the ditch on Bryan needs to be removed before the rain comes. 
d.	Discuss and consider the purchase of electronic devices for council use to reduce the amount of paper waste.
Mayor Thomas advised council to look in their packets at the different quotes for tablets. Alderman Glen Jordan asked what fund this would be coming out of and council responded the Technology Fund. Alderman David Galloway pointed out that there is only 1 that has Bluetooth. The council discussed the different options. Alderman David Galloway made a motion to allocate $1400 from the Technology Fund to purchase 5 Samsung Galaxy 6 Tab 89’s at $231.46 each. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried. 
6.	NEW BUSINESS
a.	Discuss and consider the taking action on the Inter Local agreement from the 2025-2026 project request.
Mayor Corey Thomas stated this is if labor and equipment goes over 10k then the city will be responsible, however, the city has never gone over and this is something that has always been known just a pushed issue. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty requested it to be put on the next agenda to speak at the Commissioner’s Court. Mayor Thomas stated that he would speak to Commissioner Burridge. The council discussed that the Commissioner’s Court will give an estimate and then council can decide. Marshal Tidwell commented that years ago they came to the different cities and said if they could be guaranteed there would be work throughout the year it would cost us anything and now it’s different.  Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty stated the alternative is if we don’t sign that agreement then no work gets done. Mayor Corey Thomas suggested still going to Commissioner’s Court to discuss it. Discussion tabled until further notice. Alderman A.J. Jinkins made a motion to contact Commissioner’s Court to discuss the Inter Local agreement from the 2025-2026 project request and see if they will raise the limit. Alderman Glen Jordan seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion Carried. 
b.	Discuss and consider approving the expenditure of ARPA funds for culverts and road materials.

c.	Discuss and consider taking action on the revised Ordinance 569 RV to define a RV.
Council discussed how it was supposed to be changed from 8ft. to 8 ½ ft. along with the tiny homes. Alderwoman Nicole Hardesty made a motion to table discussion until the Ordinance has been revised to what was voted on that the width is changed to 8 ½ as agreed. Alderman David Galloway seconded the motion. All were in favor. None opposed. Motion carried.
